Dale Hall said there is plenty of room behind, but the carport was already there, so he just enclosed it to meet the need.

Joe said the neighbor on that side by the name of Hyland has sent a note saying there is no problem with this project.  Joe has no problem with this, but is aftaid this decision will set a precident and feels the board should tread lightly when making this decision because of reprocussions they could face in the future.  He sited examples to back his feelings.

They are proposing many new buildings within, like a store, restaurant and more residential units.
