Wayne called the meeting to order at 5:31 PM.
Special Permit Application – AHR Family LTD Partnership:
Wayne said there is one application on the agenda for a Special Permit.  This has been before the Zoning Board of Appeals once before.
Paul Shurtleff, representative for the applicant, agreed with Chairman Voudren.  He said the Special Permit had been approved in 2010 for the same use in a slightly different location.

Wayne asked him to describe for the board, where the proposed pole barn would be located.

Joe Spadaro said there are some containers off Route 86 in that vicinity.

Mr. Shurtleff explained where on Route 86, with respect to Donnelly’s corner, and the “Trudeau Complex”, the proposed neighborhood business/pole barn would be located.  He said that the change from what was previously approved would be, rotating the building 90◦ and sliding it behind a stand of trees.  The new location would be completely out of view from the street.  And in response to member Spadaro’s statement, the containers are Southwest of this location.
Wayne asked for any additional questions or comments from the Board.  –None

Wayne explained that there is now a NEW State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR) Form that must be reviewed by the ZBA for every application to determine potential impacts.
