Jack Drury, Chairman called the meeting to order at 6:02 PM.  He asked the applicant, Robert A. Donaldson Jr. to give an overview of his subdivision application.
2 Lot Minor Subdivision Application:  Robert A. Donaldson Jr.:

Robert said that he owns the property located at 1822 State Route 86, and he has a mobile home on part of the property.  He personally has no future plans for that portion of the property, and really doesn’t need it for anything, but could use money generated by the sale of that property for many things.  Robert said that he plans to sell the subdivided lot with the trailer to the gentleman that currently resides there.  
William asked if there are any issues with Mr. Donaldson’s application in relation to the R-1 Zoning and the minimum lot size requirement.  He also asked about the driveway for the new lot, and the utility Right of Way.

Ed said the proposed lot sizes are compliant with R-1 Zoning.  In that district the minimum lot size is 20,000 sq. ft., which is just under ½ Acre.
