Chairman Dean Baker called the meeting to order at 5:58 PM.
The first item on the agenda is an Advisory Opinion submitted by North Woods Engineering for the proposed construction of a boathouse at 13 Pinehurst Rd., owned by Mr. Michael Preis.
Joe Garso of North Woods Engineering is here on behalf of Mr. Preis.
Chairman Baker asked Mr. Garso to please describe the plan, in detail giving the size and color.

Joe pointed out the site plan, which was hung on an easel.  He said the parcel is located on Lower Saranac Lake in the Town of Harrietstown, Franklin County.  The proposed boathouse would be centrally located in front of the existing house.  Colors, roof and siding materials are planned to match the home.  They are even adding a couple of small dormers to tie into that same look.

Dean Baker asked what materials would be used.

Joe Garso said the roof would be asphalt shingle, and the siding would be clapboard and cedar shake.

Peter Wilson asked what colors would be used.

Joe Garso said the boathouse will match the existing home, he isn’t sure of its exact color.

Planning Board members discussed answers to the SEQR with Mr. Garso.
Dean Baker asked what the “dirt bags” are for.

Joe Garso said they are piles that are filled with slurry, then later concrete.

Peter Wilson asked if the slurry would be taken off site.

Joe Garso said that it would be.

Joe Garso said the owner was very concerned with the ice flow on the lake, thus the position of the boat house.

Dean Baker asked if there is a sediment curtain around the entire thing.

Joe Garso said there is.

Joe Garso said the Adirondack Park Agency is Non-jurisdictional.

Dean Baker asked if a copy will be sent to the Building and Planning Office.

Joe Garso said yes.
