The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Wayne Voudren, Chairman.  He introduced the board and briefly went over the agenda.

Public Hearing & Regular Meeting: Blue Gentian, LLC/Sara Shatraw – Special Permit Application:

Wayne said the applicant has applied to replace fill along the shoreline because a large tree was uprooted during a storm.
Cindy said that is correct.

Wayne said that according to the application submitted they already have the APA NJ letter and have already applied to the DEC.  It is his understanding they are not adding any additional fill, only replacing what was existing to rebuild the shoreline in that area.  They have also applied to replace an approximately 16’ x 16’ dock, but that will be reviewed during the Building Permit process by Code Enforcement Officer Randig.
Wayne said because fill is being placed within 500 feet of a water body a Special Permit is required.  As long as there have been no changes made to the application as reviewed, he is in favor of approval.
Cindy said there have been no changes.

Wayne made a motion for a Negative Declaration on the State Environmental Quality Review for the Blue Gentian, LLC/Sara Shatraw’s Special Permit Application with the condition that the Applicant provide the necessary sedimentation and runoff control before, during and after the construction process.

New/Old Business – APA Local Government Day:
Angela said that APA Local Government Day 2013 is scheduled for this Wednesday and Thursday, April 24 & 25.  Those people that submitted an application have been signed up and paid for.  On this board, that is only Jim Tyler, myself and Ed Randig.  There are also 4 members from the Planning Board.  
Ed said Thursday is the important day to go to get the credits and sit in on the interesting programs.

New/Old Business – Special Permit Regulations:
Wayne asked about boat house roof heights.  He said that currently, someone could legally apply to us for a 20 foot boathouse height.  What would we do?

Ed said that we could draft a new local law to address the changes, making them current with State Regulations.

Wayne said another issue he has is the Advisory Opinion within the Special Permit Process.  His understanding is that an applicant must go before the Planning Board for review before coming to the ZBA for a decision.
Clarence and Jim agreed that seems redundant and time consuming for the applicant and board members for no real reason.

Ed suggested the ZBA Members review the Town Law and put all of these concerns down.  Then draft a change/update to the local law.  He said that ultimately the Planning Board has to make a referral to the legislative body then they make the requested change.  It’s an easy enough process, you just have to go thru the proper steps to do it.

Wayne thinks that a good target date to set would be June 2014.
