Wayne called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM.  He introduced the board and Harrietstown staff, then went over items on the agenda.  He explained that member Jim Tyler is excused from the meeting as he has been called away to attend with family matters.
Special Permit Application – L.S. Marina, LLC:

Wayne recommended to the Zoning Board of Appeals that the Special Permit Application submitted by L.S. Marina, LLC be rescheduled to the next regular meeting due to lack of a quorum at tonight’s meeting.
The remaining members agreed with Chairman Voudren.

Approval of Minutes:

Wayne made a motion to approve the minutes from Zoning Board of Appeals Regular Meeting on January 27, 2015 as presented.

Special Permit Application – J. Timothy Reilly:
Wayne said he has reviewed the Short Environmental Impact Statement submitted with the Application, and that #9 has not been completed.  He read the question aloud, and said an answer of “no” seems appropriate, and asked the applicant (representative) if it would be alright to fill in that answer.
Mr. Reilly said that would be fine.

Dan Reilly introduced himself and asked the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) if they had received the letter from his brother, the applicant giving permission for him to represent on behalf of this application.
The ZBA said that they had received that letter.

Wayne said that he had taken the liberty of checking “no” for every answer in Part II of the State Environmental Quality Review (SEQRA).  He asked the remaining members if there were any objections to that.

There were none.

Joe made a motion for a Negative Declaration on SEQRA.

Dan said that his brother has obtained letters from the Army Corps, Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC), and a letter of Non-jurisdiction (NJ) from the Adirondack Park Agency (APA).

Code Enforcement Officer, Edwin K. Randig said that his office and the ZBA have been copied on them all.

Dan said this application is for a simple, low impact boathouse; in terms of size and color.  There are only 3 diseased trees that would have to be removed for its construction.  He has a set of plans with him, if the board would like to see.

Joe asked to see the plans, and Dan showed everyone.

Joe asked about the boathouse height, which is 12’ 4”, and he also asked about the water depth.

Dan said in the bay it’s about 3 ½’ but increases to about 8’ fairly quickly.
Rick asked about the proximity to neighboring property owners.

Dan said this boathouse is easily 300’ from any neighbor, they won’t even be able to see it.  He indicated it’s approximate location along the shoreline using a GIS print-out that board members had.

Dan said that Hope Frenette is the designer, working alongside the Westbrook brothers of ADK Compliance in Wanakena and their intent is to work within and design within the guidelines set by APA, and DEC, and the Army Corps.

Dan said that several cedar trees are dying and the DEC suggested some kind of aquatic plantings and boulders.  It will be approximately 8 cubic yards to stabilize one 20 ft. area, and one 24 ft. area.  Rip rap, and sedimentation measures including a floating turbidity curtain will be used.

David said that is correct.  If using the house facilities becomes a problem, I’d look at installing a composting toilet.
