Dean Baker, Acting Chairman called the meeting to order at 6:10 PM.  He asked Herbert MacArthur to give his presentation to the Planning Board.
Advisory Opinion on Special Permit Application:  Herbert MacArthur - Trustee:
Herbert said that he bought the property at 658 Indian Carry Road a couple of years ago.  It’s just about the only property on the lake without a boathouse.  He said there is a steep incline to the water of about 85’ and as time is passing and he is getting older he thinks that building a boathouse to utilize the waterfront would be a good idea.  He discussed his application status with APA and DEC with the Planning Board.
Peter asked how the proposed structure would be configured in conjunction with the existing dock.

Herbert said there is a big boulder next to the existing dock.  The new boathouse, gazebo and dock system are configured around it.  He said that it will not only be useful, but very appealing to the eye.  If he wanted the boathouse to be a square box, he’d have designed it – That is why he hired a design professional.

William asked if the boathouse will mostly be in the water or on the shore.

Herbert said that it’s on raised piers.

Dean said we have one member of the public here.  He asked if he would like to speak about the project.

Ed Randig said that is Jim Tyler from the Zoning Board of Appeals to observe the application that he will hear at the end of the month for a Special Permit.
Dean asked if it would be possible to design two boathouses on this property, connected by a dock.  

Ed Randig said that it would be, provided there are not more than 3 accessory structures on the property and all regulations from APA and DEC are complied with.

William said that he is a new member with the Planning Board and wanted to be sure his understanding of this process is correct.  He asked if they approve the Special Permit at tonight’s meeting.

Ed Randig said they do not.  The responsibility of the Planning Board in this process is to provide the Zoning Board of Appeals with an Advisory Opinion at least 20 calendar days prior to the Public Hearing for the Special Permit Application.

William said okay, and the other members agreed.

Ed Grant asked what the total square footage of the dock is.

Nobody could tell exactly, but it was decided to be less than 1,200 square feet.

Herbert said that his understanding is there is no limit on square footage as long as the dock is no wider than 8 feet.  That is why they chose to add the gazebo.  If you have such a beautiful spot on the lake and can’t sit wider than two people, what’s the point?

Dean asked Ed Grant if he felt that to be a sufficient answer.

Ed Grant said he did.

William made a motion to pass to the Zoning Board of Appeals without comment.

Ed Grant second the motion.
