Jack Drury Chairman called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.  He asked the applicant/representative to give his presentation to the Planning Board.
Advisory Opinion on Special Permit Application:  Ridgely Harrison III:
John Brockway said that Mr. Harrison is proposing a 1 stall boathouse on rock filled cribs.  There are 2 sites proposed where it could be constructed.  The APA signed off on the project today as did DEC.  
Angela Asked John if they had signed off on one of the specific proposed sites.

John said the APA issued an NJ Letter for the entire parcel, but both them and the DEC prefer Site 1.

Dean said that the application looks fairly complete as far as he is concerned, but it is lacking the height.

John said the height would be 15’ to comply with the DEC and APA requirements.  He said that the final engineered plans are on their way, prepared by Doug Farrington of Zebra Tech.

William asked what the planned siding for the boathouse is.

John said it will match Chip’s house siding, which is kind of a wide clapboard type that looks a little like brainstorm.  He said it is a very basic and simple design.

Ed Grant made a motion to pass to the Zoning Board of Appeals without comment.

Old/New Business – Code Issues:
Members of the Planning Board discussed the rising number of Boathouse Applications over the last 18-24 months in the Town of Harrietstown in conjunction with changing laws and rules as dictated by the Adirondack Park Agency and Department of Environmental Conservation.  Some members expressed concern with potential overcrowding of our water bodies if this trend continues.  
Dean mentioned the antiquity of the Town’s Code and the regulations the Board is governed by.  The fact that its rules, namely having to do with boathouses, doesn’t even match up with the State regulations anymore.

Jack feels that revisiting this and other outdated issues is important to stay “up” with the changing times and issues that face us.

All members seemed to be in agreement.

Dean suggested going before the Town Board as a whole.  He felt this would be looked upon more seriously than one or two members individually.

The members agreed, but William believes it would be advantageous to submit something in writing, a document from the group outlining their requests, first.

Jack suggested they send around some emails to work on the text and ideas prior to the next regular meeting in July.
