The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Wayne Voudren, Chairman.  He introduced the board and briefly went over the agenda.

Public Hearing & Regular Meeting: Ridgely Harrison III – Special Permit Application:

Wayne said the first item on the agenda is a Special Permit Application submitted by Ridgely Harrison III at 630 Panther Ledge for a boathouse.  He said that if a Special Permit Application meets all the criteria set forth, the ZBA must approve.
Wayne asked Mr. Brockway to present the Application.

John Brockway said the APA has signed off on the project and the DEC and Army Corps are also non-jurisdictional.  They all prefer proposed Lot #1.  It has less rocks and boulders.  

Wayne assumes that since the APA has signed off, the proposed boathouse must be less than 15 ft.?  He said the height is not shown on the application.

John said that it is 15 ft.

Wayne asked for clarification on dimensional measurements of the boathouse.

John used the stamped plans he brought with him to show the board measurements of the proposed boathouse and dock.

Wayne made a motion for a Negative Declaration on the State Environmental Quality Review for Ridgely Harrison III’s Special Permit Application with the condition that the Applicant provide the necessary sedimentation and runoff control before, during and after the construction process.

Public Hearing & Regular Meeting: Joseph A. Mercurio – Area Variance Application:
Joe Mercurio said that he is looking for relief from the Sideline setback on his property for a woodshed.  He feels that unless the shed is right up on the property line, the use he is looking for won’t be achieved.  He said that is where he stores his wood presently and has been for the past 13 years.  He is getting older and this will make things easier.  Mr. Mercurio spoke with his neighbor on that side and he has no objections.  Alan Hoyt is the contractor.
Wayne said that he is not a fan of zero variances because you cannot continually walk on your own property to use, build, maintain the structure.

Jim asked if it must be permanently built in that location.

Joe M. said that he doesn’t know about that.  Mr. Hoyt said it would be anchored in the ground with cement footers, and he spent a long time looking at the site.  Mr. Mercurio said that this would make things easier for him, so he thought he would try, but if the Zoning Board doesn’t agree with it, then he will go on like he has in the past.

Joe Spadaro said that he visited the property and feels that there is plenty of other area that could achieve the same means to locate the proposed wood shed and would not require the variance.  For this reason, he feels this to be a self-created problem.

Joe M. doesn’t want to locate the shed in the space that Joe Spadaro is speaking about because he would lose space he currently uses for overflow parking.

Clarence agreed with Joe Spadaro’s statement in that he feels there are alternative locations.

Clarence made a motion to Deny the Area Variance Application as submitted by Joseph A. Mercurio based on a self-created hardship.
