New Business – Upper Saranac Lake Foundation:

Ed said the Upper Saranac Lake Foundation are planning work on the Bartlett Carry Dam and have applied for a Special Permit.  Aside from that, this will also require an Advisory Opinion by the Planning Board and TRP by the Department of Environmental Conservation.

Jim asked what a TRP is.

Ed said a Temporary Revocable Permit.

Jim asked who is representing them on this project.

Ed said the USLF Lake Manager, Guy Middleton is taking the lead on this project.  He applied for the Special Permit and will be present at the meetings to represent the Upper Saranac Lake Foundation.

New Business – Scott and Amanda Ranger:

Ed was notified today of work without a permit along the shoreline at 204 Indian Rock Trail – Scott & Amanda Ranger, owner / Brian Draper, contractor.  He went out, issued a Stop Work Order and took pictures.  He also notified the Department of Environmental Conservation who will be doing a site visit tomorrow and potentially issuing a ticket or tickets.

Ed said this work would necessitate a permit from this board, so they should be looking for it in the coming months.  August would be the earliest possible submittal date for them.

Old Business – Kristen Sandler:

Jim asked for an update on Kristen Sandler and Terry Chubba.

Ed said they were denied their Area Variance here on May 24th and have not applied for anything since.  

Ed said that he has driven by their property to be sure that nothing has been constructed without a permit, and it has not.
