Chairman Dean Baker called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.
The first item on the agenda is an Advisory Opinion submitted by PSR Holdings Four, LLC for proposed grading and filling of land for shoreline stabilization at 20 Moir Rd., Saranac Lake, NY 12983.
Dean Baker asked if there is anyone present to present the application on behalf of PSR Holdings Four, LLC.
There was no one at the meeting yet, so the board made a decision to skip ahead to the next application.

Pending SEQRA determination by the Planning Board for an 18 Lot Major Subdivision Application submitted by Montgomery Court, Inc. at 31 Bayside Dr., Saranac Lake, NY 12983.

Angela Lucey said that Attorney Justin Grassi was supposed to be present this evening, to assist in the Planning Board’s review of SEQR for the proposed Subdivision by Montgomery Court, Inc.

Neil Hopkins said that his Attorney William (Bill) Kissell will not be attending, and he had said that Attorney Grassi had not planned on attending either, per his correspondence of today.

Chairman Dean Baker said the Planning Board shall review SEQRA.  The Town has only one reply at this time, from the Army Corps. Of Engineers, and Neil Hopkins has one from Department of Health.  Is that correct?
Neil Hopkins said that Susan Kennedy, from NYS Department of Health (DOH) has requested certain documents; this being one of them.

Dean Baker said he was going to go thru the Full Environmental Assessment Form, Question and Answer, and read aloud; giving the board members a chance to comment.


The following changes/corrections were noted:

· Question C.3. Zoning.  Change the answer to question  a.  from PUDD   to PRD

· Question C.3. Zoning.  Change the answer to question  d.  from NONE   to ADK STATE PARK
· Question D.2. Project Operations.  Answer question i. NO
Peter Wilson asked about the additional energy that would be required for these lots.

Neil Hopkins said there is plenty of power there for anything that would be built up.
Peter Wilson asked if the school property is more than 1,500 feet away.

Neil Hopkins said that it is more than 1,500 feet from any area of activity.

The Planning Board went on with their review of SEQRA, and continued noting changes;

The Planning Board went on to PART 2 of the Full Environmental Assessment Form.
Chairman Baker asked for Public Comment at 6:32 PM.

Joe Spadaro stood to be recognized.  He introduced himself, saying he and his wife Sally live on Lake Street.  He is concerned with increased traffic.  He asked if these are buildable lots.

Neil Hopkins said the lots to be subdivided already have existing cabins on them.  He is just subdividing them, so they can be sold individually.  It shouldn’t effect Lake Street in any way.

Joe Spadaro believes that Lake Street will be effected and went on to explain how.  He also raised concerns with the endangered flora and fauna; i.e. lady slippers and jack in the pulpits that grow in wetland areas there.

The Planning Board continued with their review of SEQRA Part 2; which Chairman Baker read aloud and the board, as a group answered each of the questions.

Each of the Eighteen (18) Questions in Part 2, were answered NO by the Planning Board.

This completed the Full Environmental Assessment Form.

Peter Wilson made a motion to accept the completed SEQRA Form, and submit it to the Applicant, Montgomery Court, Inc.
