REGULAR MEETING

Advisory Opinion – Alan Brown:
Dean asked Mr. Brown to explain his project to the Planning Board.
Alan said there was a large storm which uprooted a number of trees including a hemlock, which was endangering his neighbor’s property.  So, they removed it immediately.  Since that time, the root-ball has fallen back imperfectly causing a void where the water has undermined the shoreline.  He would like to replace that void and the erosion with cobble-stones to prevent further damage.  He already has a letter of non-jurisdiction from the APA and an Article 15 permit from the DEC.  He has recently been in contact with the Army Corps of Engineers also.

Ed asked what the angle iron in the photographs is intended for.
Alan said that has since been removed, was part of stairs previously.

Peter used the photographs to have Mr. Brown clarify where the fill will be placed.

Alan did so.

The Planning Board was more comfortable seeing the exact location where things would be.

Dean had no additional questions.

They currently have a letter of non-jurisdiction from the APA and have submitted application to the DEC.  Provided everything goes well with involved agencies, they expect to start construction by the end of summer.  He said there will be no dredging required.  All State and Local regulations will be followed/met with this application.

Jesse said there will not be plumbing.  The colors will be in harmony with surroundings with cedar trim and fascia.
