Wayne called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM and introduced the Board and Secretary.  

Special Permit Application – Alan Brown:
Alan Brown said that about a year ago a severe storm took place taking out a lot of trees, including a large hemlock, about 120 feet tall which presented danger to the neighbors.  They had it immediately removed and the root ball fell back imperfectly causing a void, which has been undermined by the water and elements along the shoreline.  He would like to be able to trim the roots and fill in with cobblestone to prevent further erosion.
Joe looked at the photographs in the file.  He doesn’t see the root ball.  He asked if it has been removed.

Alan said that it has not.  He showed him the roots in the picture and also pointed out angle irons formerly used to hold a ramp for canoe launching.

Joe asked if the ramp would be put back in that location, and if so would a permit be required.

Alan said that is not in the plan at this time.

Ed said that only a Building Permit would be required from our office if and when he does.

Alan said that he has a letter of non-jurisdiction from the Adirondack Park Agency and a permit from the DEC.

Old Business – Mean High Water Mark:
