New Business – Review of Town Local Law No. 1 of the Year 2012:
In the board packets everyone was given a copy of Town Local Law No. 1 of the Year 2012, A Local law to amend certain provisions of Chapter 106 of the Code of the Town of Harrietstown, “Zoning,” Article VIII, “Special Permit Uses”, Section 106-38, “Specific standards”, subsection P., “RV units/motor homes as dwelling unit” and to re-state in its entirety said subsection P. as amended

Ed Randig said the Planning Board needs to review this law and make a recommendation to the Town Board.  If they would prefer to take it home, look it over and respond via email, that would be fine – or if they are comfortable, make a motion now.

The Planning Board discussed changes from the old law to the new based on changes in RV’s themselves.
