Special Permit Application – Thomas Williams:
Wayne said there is one application on the agenda for a Special Permit for the placement of an RV as a temporary dwelling.  He said that everyone was given copies of a revision submitted by Mr. Williams last week.

Wayne asked Tom to explain his application to the Zoning Board.

Tom said that he owns a little snip of land, and was approached by an individual that works here seasonally that would like to park his RV there to reside in 4 months of the year.  This person said it would be much easier than trying to find and set up residence in a temporary apartment.

Tom said that he began to prepare for a septic and electrical service there when it was brought to his attention that a Special Permit thru this board would be required.  He said that 10 years ago, the APA Determination regarding wetlands was much different than today.  He plans to propose a macerating pump with large plastic pipe to service the RV.
Joe said his plan sounds pretty well thought out, and wanted to know what he is looking for from the ZBA.

Tom said that he would like the ZBA’s approval on a Permit, contingent upon the APA’s approval of the septic plan.

Wayne said that his impression is one that says “The board of appeals shall grant a Special Permit if the applicant meets all conditions herein…”

Ed agreed with Wayne.

Wayne said it appears that he has, so we have no other choice.

Tom said that he is also going to ask Mary O’Dell what other type of septic might be acceptable on this lot.  He will install whatever is acceptable with them and us.

Rick made a motion to approve the Special Permit Application as submitted by Thomas Williams as presented based on the applicant’s meeting all contingencies set forth in our criteria and compliance with all other State and Local Agencies.

Wayne asked if the Type  1 SEQR would be done before coming to the ZBA?

Ed said that it will.  The process is:

1. Application is deemed complete

2. Public Hearing is opened

3. State Environmental Quality Review

Wayne asked if we can approve the Special Permit on wetlands without the completion of SEQR Review.

Joe asked why the ZBA becomes involved anyway.

Ed quoted Town Law…’…50% change in use or intensity results in a Site Plan Review Permit Application and Special Permit is required because of work in the water.
