Improper Generator Use WARNINGS
Generators have to be used safely. The exhaust from generators contains high levels of carbon monoxide, greater than that of multiple cars running in a garage, which can quickly incapacitate and kill.

Never use a generator inside a home, basement, shed or garage even if doors and windows are open. Keep generators outside and far away from windows, doors and any air intake vents. Any electrical cables you use with the generator should be free of damage and suitable for outdoor use.

The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) voted unanimously to require manufacturers of portable generators to warn consumers of carbon monoxide (CO) hazards through a new "Danger" label.
